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In granting and administering scholarships, the DCBC Foundation shall follow the guidelines listed below:

A. The DCBC Foundation shall consider scholarship requests from students who meet the following criteria:

· Demonstrate financial need

· Will be enrolled as a full time student. Evidence of full-time status would include a minimum of 9 credit hours a semester or 18 hours a year.

· Are studying for a first graduate degree in theology

· Are preparing for full-time ministry

· Are or at the time of enrollment were an active member of a cooperating DCBC church

· Maintain a grade point average of 2.75 on a 4 point scale or its equivalency


B. The maximum amount of time a scholarship recipient may receive funding is five years.


C. New applications for scholarships for the fall semester should be received by May 1.  New applications for the spring semester should be received by September 1. Scholarships are not available for summer semesters. Applicants who meet these deadlines shall be given priority in scholarship considerations.


D. Students enrolled in Baptist seminaries accredited by the Association of Theological Schools or who are active participants in a Baptist studies program at a non-Baptist seminary so accredited are given first consideration for Foundation scholarships.


E. A scholarship recipient can receive no more than $10,000 during her or his seminary career.


F. Scholarships shall be paid directly to the educational institution unless otherwise requested by the student. The student should indicate where she or he wants the payment to be sent.


G. Students who either do not complete their seminary training or who are not actively seeking to go into full-time or part-time professional ministry upon completion are expected to repay the Foundation for their scholarship.
